Although the nurse is the principal character of this book, the reason she has come 
into being is that there is a patient who needs her help. It is appropriate, then, to 
become acquainted with the patient first. An understanding of him and of his 
need-for-help may shed light* on the nurse’s role and on her responsibility in the area of 
patient care. 

Every patient is an individual but every individual is not a patient. Likewise, 
although to practice nursing, a nurse needs a patient, a patient does not necessarily 
need a nurse. 

A patient has been defined as a sick person who is under treatment or care. In 
general usage, the concept of patient has been extended to include any individual who is 
under care of some member of the health professions or of some worker in the field of 
health. To qualify as a patient, however, the individual does not have to be sick. For 
instance, a mother who applies to the visiting nurse agency for instruction in how to 
bathe her baby may, although hale and hearty, be regarded as a“patient”by the nurse. 
Thus any individual who is receiving help of some kind, be it care, instruction or advice, 
from a member of the health professions or from a worker in the field of health may be 
thought of as a patient. 

Many individuals care for themselves when sick. A man may have a severe cold, 
stay home from work, care for himself, and cure his cold. A mother, faced with bathing 
her first newborn for the first time, may look up the bath procedure in a book on baby 
care and confidently bathe her baby. Both the man and the mother have needs: he to 
cure his cold; she to bathe her baby. Each however, is able to meet his needs by himself. 
Each, in other words, is capable.
